6th Grade Science Introduction

Working together (teachers, students, and parents) we can make this school year 2014-2015, a wonderful experience that will prepare the students for their future and hopefully increase their interest in the scientific world and become responsible and productive citizens.

Classroom (Responsibilities) Expectations

Students are expected to perform their absolute best every day in every class.  In return the teachers promise to dedicate themselves and give their complete attention to their students.
GT/Pre-AP:

GT/Pre-AP students are expected to complete various projects per semester. 

STEM:

STEM students are expected to complete various projects per semester in collaboration with MATH. 

Classroom Procedures
Beginning of Class

1. Students should arrive to class on time, pick up their notebooks, and quickly find their seats and sit before the bell rings.  
2. Students will be prepared with a pencil. (Note: pencil should be sharpened prior to sitting) 

3. The teacher will have a daily assignment on the board (warm-up, review questions, bell work or fun-facts) that students will begin to work on first.  They will work until the teacher gives further instructions.
End of Class

1. Students are to remain seated until the teacher dismisses the class.  
2. The bell does not dismiss the class.  It serves as a reminder to teacher(s) to release the students.
Classroom Rules:

1. Must be in your assigned seat before the bell rings. Tardies will NOT be tolerated! If tardy, student will be issued lunch detention or after school detention.
2. Must come to class prepared with (paper, pencil). 
3. Must respect self, teacher and others and their property.  (No swearing, teasing or name calling).

4. Raise your hand to speak or leave your desk.

5. No food or drinks in the classroom.

6. Follow all lab safety rules.

Consequences:

1. Verbal warning/change seating arrangement (documented)
2. Student/Team Conference (documented)

3. Notify Parents (Phone call, letter, home visitor also documented)
4. Counselor Referral (documented)
5. Parent Conference (documented)
6. Discipline Referral (documented)
*Severe violations will automatically be referred to administration.*

Homework schedule:
Students will have homework at the discretion of teacher.
Absences:

Students are responsible for making up any missed assignments and tests.  Missed Test will be made up during class, during lunch, or after school the next day. 
Tardies:

Tardies are unacceptable.  All tardies will be documented/logged.  Students who are tardy regularly will:

· Have lunch detention will be given after three tardies and/or

· Be sent to the office (parent liaison)/ISS and parents will be notified. 

Grading Policy:

Each student will require at least 5 daily grades and 3 test grades per every Six Weeks.  Daily grades and test grades are worth 50% each.

Science Laboratory Safety:

Safety is extremely important and both teachers and students have to work together to keep everyone away from danger in the classroom and other school grounds.

Restroom Policy:

No passes to the restroom during the first or last 15 minutes of class.  Students are allowed 3 passes per six weeks period unless they have a medical excuse from the doctor.  Only one student is allowed at a time.  Students must have a written pass.  Students are expected to return promptly to class.

Science Fair Projects:
Every student will perform a research project and conduct an experiment in his/her area of interest during the 1st and 2nd Six Weeks.  Daily Grades and Test Grades will be recorded throughout the semester for this project.  The students will participate in the School Science Fair and will receive special awards.  The top 10 projects per grade level will compete in the District Science Fair.  From there some projects may qualify for Regional and/or for State Science Fair competition.
